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SP Notes

CAUSES

- pre-existing liver disease (+/- exacerbation)

- drug induced (paracetamol, statins, amiodarone, antibiotics, NSAIDs, beta-blockers, ranitidine, volatiles)

- ischaemic (post clamping above hepatic artery, thrombosis, embolic, hypotension)

- surgical injury

- nutrition (TPN, EN)

- acalculous cholecystitis

- transfusion related hepatitis

ASSESSMENT

History

- pre-operative liver function

- drug history

- anaesthetic and surgical notes review

- transfusion history

- nutrition

Examination

- liver dysfunction signs (jaundice, encephalopathy, signs of liver disease)

- abdominal exam (tenderness, liver size, ascites)

- cardiovascular system

Investigations

- FBC

- LFT’s

- albumin

- coagulation

- hepatitis screen

- abdominal U/S

- CT
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
