Causes of Acute Pulmonary Hypertension
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Mediator induced or hypoxic vasoconstriction

- post transplant

- ARDS

- OSA

- sepsis

- post cardiac surgery

- CAL

- kyphoscoliosis

Loss of vascular architecture in chronic lung disease (emphysema exacerbation)

Obstruction of vessels

- PA: thromboembolism, vasculitis, mediastinal tumour or fibrosis

- PV: pulmonary venocclusive disease

Acute cardiac conditions

- MS

- VSD

- CCF

- LV infarct

- MR
