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Irwine and Rippe’s

= organ dysfunction occurring > 100 days post transplantation

CLINICAL FEATURES -> autoimmune like condition

- frequently involves: skin, liver, eyes, mouth, upper respiratory tract, oesophagus

- scleroderma

- Sjogren’s syndrome

- primary bilary cirrhosis

- wasting syndrome

- BOOP

- immune cytopenia

- chronic immunodeficiency

- rash, nausea, voluminous diarrhoea occurring after neutrophil engraftment

Risk factors

- older patient

- CMV seropositive

- male who receives a stem cell transplant from a multiparous woman

INVESTIGATIONS

- tissue biopsies of skin, liver and stomach: apoptosis, infiltration of lymphocytes

MANAGEMENT

- systemic immunosuppression for 3 years
-> steroids

-> cyclosporine

-> tacrolimus
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
