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OH

- significant problem in the US (30,000,000 people)

- 90% women of child bearing age

CLINICAL FEATURES

- chest pain

- abruption

- fetal distress

- hypertension

- dysrhythmias

- myocardial ischaemia/infarction

- tachycardia

- increased Q

- decreased uterine blood flow

- increased uterine contractility

- cerebral haemorrhage/seizures

-> can look just like PET

MANAGEMENT

Hypertension

- hydralazine

- GTN

- Ca2+ antagonists

- labetalol

- don’t use beta-blockers -> unopposed alpha agonism

MI

- GTN

- benzodiazepines
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
