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Irwine and Rippe
- IVIG

- initially developed for replacement therapy for patients with humoral immune deficiency

- immunomodulatory agent

- similar indications in autoimmune disease as for plasma exchange

- modulates T and B cells, macrophages -> interfering with antibody production and degradation

- modulates complement and cytokine networks

- regulation of cell growth

INDICATIONS

Haematological

- idiopathic thrombocytopenic purpura (ITP)
- post plasma exchange course completion

- antiphospholipid antibody syndrome

- chronic graft versus host disease (hypogammaglobulinaemia)

Infections

- toxic shock syndromes (staph and streptococcal)

Vasculidities

- Kawasaki disease

- Wegener’s granulomatosis

- Microscopic polyangiitis

Dermatological

- pemphigus vulgaris

- bullous pemphigoid

Neuromuscular

- GBS (AIDP)

- dermatomyositis

- MG

- chronic inflammatory demyelinating peripheral neuropathy

CONTROVERSIAL

- Stevens Johnsons Syndrome

- renal transplant rejection
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
