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AUSTRALIAN PARALYSIS TICK

- flaccid paralysis over 3-5 days post exposure (like GBS)

- management: remove tick, supportive, no antivenom

BEES, WASPS AND ANTS

- anaphylaxis

BLUE-RINGED OCTOPUSES

- neurotoxin mediated flaccid paralysis

- management: mechanical ventilation

STINGING FISH


- many

- worst = stonefish

- trodden upon -> immediate extreme pain

- management: antivenom and analgesia

VENOMOUS CONE SHELLS

- venom produce neuronal or neuromuscular blockade

- management: no antivenom, supportive care
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
