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American Association for Surgery of Trauma Organ Injury Scale

- based on:

- haematoma size (relation to capsule, size, expanding)

- laceration size (parenchymal depth)

- urinary extravasation

- cortex, medulla and collecting system involvement

- vessel involvement

- integrity of kidney

- vascular status

- whether one or both kidneys involved

Grade

Description of Injury

I

haematuria, no parenchymal involvement, subcapsular, normal urogram


II

non-expanding, confined to retroperitoneum, < 1cm, no urinary extravasat.

III

> 1cm involving renal cortex (no urinary extravasation or collecting system

involvement)

IV

cortex, medullar and collecting system or vascular involvement

V

shattered or an avulsed kidney
