CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING

Scheinkestel, C.D. et al (1999) “Hyperbaric or normobaric oxygen for acute carbon monoxide poisoning: a randomized controlled clinical trial” Med J Aust, 170:203-210

- RCT

- n = 191

- hyperbaric O2 (2.8 atm) vs sham treatment

- all patients received high flow O2

- excluded: pregnant and paeds

-> hyperbaric group: increased delayed neurological sequelae and poor outcomes

-> may harm patients!

Weaver, L.K. et al (2002) “Hyperbaric oxygen for acute carbon monoxide poisoning” NEJM 347:1057-1067

- RCT

- n = 152

- inclusion: symptomatic CO poisoning

-> reduced cognitive sequelae @ 6 weeks and 12 months in hyperbaric group

-> contrast to Australian study
