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CLINICAL FEATURES

- SIRS syndrome: hyperdynamic, high Q, low SVR, vasodilated

- usually resolves within 8 hours

Risk factors

- ACE-I

- heparin use

MANAGEMENT

- rule out other causes shock: tamponade, hypovolaemia, cardiogenic

- minimize vasodilators (milrinone, dobutamine)
- noradrenaline often used

- vasopressin

- methylene blue (2mg/kg) described as producing dramatic resolution
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
